The New Jersey Library Association will award scholarships for the academic year
2008-09. These scholarships are offered for study leading to a graduate or
postgraduate degree in librarianship. Awards are made on an evaluation of
credentials and personal interviews with candidates. All awards are to be used for a
graduate library education program that allows the graduate eligibility for a New
Jersey Professional Librarian Certificate. Previous applicants and recipients are
eligible to apply.
REQUIREMENTS

1. Applicants must be legal residents of New Jersey at the time of application or have
worked in any NJ libraries for at least 12 months on a full-time or part-time basis.
2. Scholarships are to be used only for tuition during the 2008-09 academic year.
3. Applicants must demonstrate financial need.
4. Applicants must demonstrate academic ability through submission of transcripts.
5. Recipients of awards must matriculate in a graduate library education program that is
eligible for a New Jersey Professional Librarian Certificate. ALA accredited programs are
acceptable. (A list of ALA accredited programs is available
(http://www.ala.org/alaorg/oa/lisdir.html)
6. Applications must be postmarked no later than February 8, 2008.
7. Applicants agree to be available for an interview. Interviews will be held on
March 14, 2008. (Snow date is March 20, 2008.)
