Collingswood PL Prepares
to Save Energy and Money

The Collingswood Public
Library will soon be a lot
more energy efficient. This
June, PSE&G will be replac-
ing our Heating, Ventilat-
ing, and Air Conditioning
(HVAC) units with new,
energy -efficient models.
The up -front costs for buy-
ing and installing the units,
estimated at $80,575, will
be paid by PSE&G through
its Energy Efficiency Eco-
nomic Stimulus Initiative.

The library will be responsible

for 20% of the overall cost o]
$16,115 3 but that expense
will be financed by PSE&G

over 2 years at 0% interest.
Herebds the best

units are expected to be so
much more efficient than our
current ones that our PSE&G
bills should actually cost us
less even during the 2 years
weobr e
the loan. Estimates say that
our bills should be $559 less
per month for our energy use

As soon as the state budget was an-
nounced in March, NJLA had started its
Save My NJ Library campaign with sev-
eral key advocacy activities, including
postcard and email campaigns.

At times it may seem that our commitment to the greater
good is overshadowed by those who operate by corruption
and self interest; regrettably, this is sometimes so in the
short term. However, in order to fulfill our mission as a de-
mocratic institution, in order to continue to be perceived as
essential by the people we serve, it is imperative for us to
stay true to our principles, to model the behavior we expect
and hope for in others, and to be constructive, not destruc-
tive, as our method of problem solving.

These days, each of us has more than enough opportunities
to put our problem  -solving methods to the test. Although
most of us are coping with concerns affecting our own indi-
vidual libraries, there is one single issue of great importance
affecting all of New Jersey
state.

He said that the
library was where he went to find information on the official
paperwork he needed and how to go about getting it. The
uncle told us that when his niece and nephew arrived last
October the Iibrary was where he came to get information

for classes at an area art school, and that we would also be
presenting him with a library card, the uncle said this:

My sister lives near the li-
brary, so they can walk to h
wondered why this young man

does, already knowing the high value his uncle places on the
library. This man credits the library with providing the tools
necessary for becoming a valuable member of the commu-
nity, allowing him to then help build a better life.

Regardless of gender, class, ethnicity, or culture, so many
have utilized library services, worked hard, and made a bet-
ter life. Another such example involves a woman who had
come to this country from sub -Saharan Africa as a very
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young bride 20 years ago. llliterate in her native language,
she came to this country with her husband. They worked
hard and she raised her children, unable to read or write.
Her children grown, she finally had the time to devote to
herself and her dream of learning to read. She had the moti-
vation, and she found the opportunity at the library. Working
with an ESL tutor, she was on her way! Recently, she was in
her church with fellow parishioners and was asked to read a
passage. She was scared, she worried she would fail, but she
tried and was filled with pride when she succeeded. Accom-
plishing this, she now is excited to continue her studies for
citizenship. Our country will be fortunate indeed to welcome
her as a citizen.

Both of these stories focus on immigrants, yes. As a nation
of immigrants, we do well to encourage those who are willing
to work hard and contribute to our society. However, each of
us now has stories of citizens negatively impacted in these
tough economic times. These citizens are utilizing library
services to find new jobs, new skills, and new value to their
lives.

Regardless of what type of library community we serve, pub-
lic, academic, school, or special, the proposed budget for the
state of New Jersey will eliminate services that are essential
to our constituency. Over 300 libraries will no longer be able
to provide electronic newspapers and journals, nor internet
access. Material delivery between libraries (a shining exam-
ple of cooperative services, among many that have been
provided by our Regional Library Cooperatives) will be elimi-
nated. The state will no longer provide funding for the feder-
ally mandated Talking Book and Braille Library, and 50% of
state aid to public libraries will be eliminated. Citizens of New
Jersey are registering their disapproval of these budget cuts,
speaking out, as well as filling out our orange postcards in
droves.

What more can we do as a community of librarians to ensure
that the people of New Jersey continue to have access to
l'ibrary services? In order to
cause, these are the things we need to do:

1. Speak with one voice.

When times are tough, thereos
some to engage in finger pointing, negativity, and unfounded
speculation. These are counter -productive behaviors which
will seriously undermine our ability, as a library community,

to achieve success in our goal of reinstating full funding for
library services.

Although each of us certainly has a right to our opinion, it is

critical for us to have a unified message. Infighting and frag-
mentation will sadly provide the perfect opportunity for those
who plan on eliminating services, as they will say that we
dondt even have our own act

That being said, what we can, and need, to do is speak
among ourselves with openness and a positive regard for
one another. As a profession committed to providing a bal-
anced view and respecting all people, regardless of their
viewpoint, we are well equipped to extend this to one an-
other. We may not agree with every decision made within
the larger library community, but we can, and must, con-
tinue to speak out with one voice. When consensus is impos-
sible, we must at least have a common understanding of
those issues on which we have different opinions. Knowledge
is power. This brings me to my second point:

2. Educate ourselves on the issues.

As library professionals, we are engaging the people for sup-
port. Libraries are institutions of the people and for the peo-
ple. The undermining of our funding base is not about us,
but about those we serve. As a matter of fact, we know that
an elected official may well discount the librarian as one in-
terested only in self  -preservation.

The reality is this: Our responsibility as librarians is to advo-
cate for services utilized, and needed, by our constituency.
As librarians, each of us must be prepared to speak knowl-
edgeably and succinctly on the issues. In doing so, we are
furthering our objective to empower the people. As an insti-
tution of our democratic society, it is the people who are
best suited to speak out on behalf of our libraries.

As members of the New Jersey Library Association, each and
every one of us is called to action. | thank you for placing
your trust in me, but it is you, the membership, who make
